Our role is to 
strengthen the trust, cooperation, collaboration, professionalism 
and voice of the non-government youth sector to better serve 
the young people of Western Australia. 

YACWA aims to be a united, independent and active advocate for 
the non-government youth sector and young people that is both 
supported and respected by the sector and the wider community. 
Focusing on young people’s varied needs at local, State and 
Federal Government level, YACWA works to engender and 
enhance positive community attitudes towards young people. 
We provide a voice and act as a role model for the definition and 
demonstration of youth participation. Our work is governed 
by four guiding principles – respect, equity, integrity and the 
celebration of diversity.

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During periods of crisis, the value 
of collaboration is ever so important. 
This annual report epitomises a year where YACWA and 
our sector rose to many challenges. The key successes and 
achievements of the YACWA Board, staff, consultants and 
members this year reflect a consistent and considered approach 
to supporting the youth sector and young people during what 
was one of the most challenging yet dynamic years we’ve 
experienced in YACWA’s 40+ year history. 

In March 2020, the COVID‑19 global pandemic dramatically 
changed the world. Rapid and innovative responses were 
required to ensure vulnerable young people were supported 
throughout our vast state. As we transitioned to COVID‑19 
restrictions, YACWA held dozens of online conversations with 
hundreds of youth workers, young people and organisations to 
understand the rapidly changing environment and how best to 
support service continuity and to support young people. We saw 
organisations stand up, adapt and get involved in helping to 
influence the State Government’s response to COVID‑19 via 
the Youth Taskforce and its many subcommittees. We also saw 
youth workers across the state readily engage in the many 
online forums, trainings and workshops YACWA held; each 
person bringing a keenness and positive energy to develop the 
necessary skills to adapt to the changing landscape. As a result, 
we have forged stronger connections with agencies across 
regional and metropolitan WA and built new relationships that 
will be nurtured over the years to come. 

Throughout the year, YACWA increased our involvement 
in government forums and committees, sector-led initiatives 
and public campaigns aimed at challenging the status quo and 
fighting for the rights of young people across the state. 

Leading our proactive policy work this year was our 2020–2021 
State Budget Positioning Paper and the WA Youth Homelessness 
Action Plan. These pieces of policy work have gone on to advise 
government on strategy, resource allocation and future budget 
decisions. We also put forward more than a dozen formal policy 
submissions to government on key issues, which included:

The adaptability and tenacity required this year has been 
like no other before it, and we would like to sincerely thank 
the dedicated, tireless and highly skilled team of people we have 
at YACWA. Our staff, volunteers, consultants, and board not 
only showed immense resilience throughout the year, but they 
took proactive steps to prepare and stay ahead of the curve. 
This contributed to us listening more and achieving more than 

we could have ever predicted. We all know that any organisation 
is only as strong as its people and it has been, and will always 
be, our people who hold, maintain and enhance our work at 
YACWA to achieve a fair, just and equitable society for all young 
people in WA.

In the 2019–2020 financial year, the YEP Project is proud to 
have delivered professional development training to 256 youth, 
community and health sector workers in the metro and regional 
areas through 11 professional development workshops. 

Four of these were webinars accessed by regional attendees 
from areas including Geraldton, Pilbara, Northam, Peel and the 
Wheatbelt. YEP also held stalls and presentations at various 
sexual health expos and events including ASHM and SHQ.

YEP also hosted workshops from specialist agencies such as 
Legal Aid’s R U Legal? workshop. 

The most frequently requested workshops were the 
Gender Identity Toolkit and LGBTQIA+, both of which include the 
greatly utilised Gender Burger demonstration. These workshops 
provide a comprehensive overview of sex and gender from a 
youth perspective. The burger concept has been adapted by 
many organisations and schools to increase their understanding 
and inclusion of trans and gender diverse people. 

YEP hosted a conference entitled Technosexual, which saw 
100 professionals engage with a variety of educational and 
sexual health organisations, to learn more about young people’s 
engagement and exploration of their sexualities online and how 
they can support this as youth workers. 
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Youth Leadership  

One of the ways The YEP Project supports young people 
on relationships, sexual health and blood-borne viruses is 
by utilising a peer-based model and employing young peer 
educators, known as the YEP Crew. 

Due to COVD-19 restrictions, the YEP Crew were limited in their 
ability to deliver in-person workshops directly to young people. 
However, with a shift to online, the YEP Project’s engagement 
with young people through social media increased dramatically 
with various campaigns and. This has resulted in an increased 
following and ‘real life’ interest for YEP as restrictions ease, 
leading to a greater demand for workshop bookings and a huge 
boost to The YEP Project’s social media presence.

COVID‑19 policy and advocacy work  
During the COVID‑19 pandemic MYAN WA assessed the 
impact COVID‑19 had on young people from migrant and 
refugee backgrounds in areas including financial/economic, 
mental health, education, racism and discrimination. 

The findings from the survey and consultations were utilised to 
inform the MYAN COVID‑19 Policy Platform as well as YACWA’s 
COVID‑19 Youth Recovery Framework. 

MYAN WA continued to deliver regular newsletters during this 
time full of information, events and resources that focused 
on COVID‑19 to young people from migrant and refugee 
backgrounds. In total 15 newsletters were distributed and were 
viewed 2,285 times. MYAN WA’s Facebook page continues to have 
a strong reach increasing to 1,001 followers.

MYAN WA strives to centre young people in all projects and has 
a strong focus on building the leadership of refugee and migrant 
young people. 

MYAN WA’s key youth leadership project, Shout Out, has 
24 young speakers who attend schools, community organisations 
and businesses to speak up on issues of importance to them and 
their peers. The project was funded by the Department of Social 
Services through their Fostering Integration Grant program to 
expand its reach into public schools, not-for-profit organisations 
and LGAs. The program offered free speakers to these groups 
until March 2020.

The Youth Homelessness Advisory Council is extremely sought 
after for their advice and experience, however at the end of the 
2019–2020 financial year, the group remain unfunded. 
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The Youth Educating about Waste (YEW) 
Project was funded by the Waste Authority 
WA in December 2019 to educate young 
people (aged 17 to 25) to make sustainable 
reductions to their textile, food, and plastic 
waste through peer education.

In early January 2020, the project recruited four young people 
to join the YEW Project as peer educators who had a strong 
motivation and commitment to waste reduction and positive 
influence in the community. 

From late January to mid-February, the YEW Project ran a series 
of youth consultations across the Perth Metropolitan area to 
build an understanding of young people’s attitudes towards 
reducing their waste and identifying effective ways to maintain 
their engagement in waste reduction and avoidance behaviour 
long-term. Across the four consultations, 58 young people 
shared their knowledge and wisdom with the YEW team to 
influence the development of the youth workshops and training.

With the rapid changing COVID‑19 situation, the YEW Project 
re‑scoped the workshop component of the project to 
develop a suite of 14 youth-friendly online waste reduction 
resources. The team of peer educators worked both remotely 
and collaboratively to create resources with youth-specific 
information, with complimentary screen-reader resources with 
support from the Youth Disability Advocacy Network (YDAN)! 

With the support of local and regional youth organisations, 
LGAs and the Waste Authority WA, the YEW Project promoted 
the resources through social media and reached over 
15,000 people online to learn more about textile, food and plastic 
waste reduction. The YEW team also developed an additional 
resource for organisations working with young people to learn 
more about their waste knowledge and behaviours, as well as 
how they can support them to reduce their waste.

What are reusable items?

 

Saving empty glass jars or containers that you

would usually recycle for later use.

 

Asking family or friends if they have any spare items

lying around that they could give you to re-use.

 

Visiting a second-hand store — they usually have a

wide range of different reusable items at a low cost!

Think about how you can use the one item for

different purposes to get the best use out of it.

 

Make sure that the item is strong enough to last and

suitable for what you intend to use it for.

 

Try and find what you are after in stainless steel or

glass instead of plastic. 

Reusable items can be used again and again, helping you to reduce

the amount of single use items that are wasted.

What reusables can I use to reduce my waste?

Budget reusables are items that you can find at home or buy at a

low-cost, such as glass jars or containers.

Investment reusables are items that you should only buy once and

keep for a long time, such as a stainless-steel water bottle.

Reusable items can store your food or drinks and are designed to be used more than once, such as a tote bag or a glass jar. 

You can make your own reusables by re-purposing old items that you have at home, or investing money to buy them new.

WHAT'S Know  the difference between textiles and how to save them
from being wasted!

Textiles made from natural materials can break down naturally after they have been wasted, while synthetic materials cannot and can

create more waste.  The more environmentally-friendly option is to use textiles made from natural materials, and avoid using textiles

made from synthetic materials as much as possible.

If it is torn or damaged, you can:

 cut it up and use it as a reusable cleaning cloth, donate it to your

local mechanic to use as rags, or get creative!

Textiles cannot be put in your recycling bin, but you can re-purpose them through donating them to a second-hand shop or

passing them onto a friend if they are in good condition. If the textile is in bad condition and unsuitable to reuse, it should be put

in your general waste bin.

Can I recycle my textiles?

Sell by? Still good to buy!

Best before? Few days more! Use by date? Bit too late!

This is your food labels go-to guide, so that you know when to eat your food by to save it
from the bin!

Sell by is the date that the shops

need to sell food by, not when you

need to throw it out by!

Best before is the date you should

eat the food by, but it does not mean

the food will go off by this date!

Use by is the date that the food will

expire by, which means the food is

unsafe to eat after this date.

Storing food to last!

To help food items last until their best before or use by dates, products have labels with instructions for how to store them.

Example: “This yoghurt should be kept refrigerated,” tells you that the product needs to be stored in the fridge to keep it safe

to eat until the use by date.

Store fresh produce in the fridge crisper drawers or sealed containers to keep them fresher for longer. For food items that

don't belong in the fridge, store them in a cool, dry place on your counter or pantry.

When we reuse textiles, we give them a

second life. Reuse, means using them for

another purpose or passing them on to

someone else to use.

 

When textiles are reused, we save them

from being thrown away!

When you buy new textiles that can increase the

demand for more to be made. To reduce the

amount of new textiles that are made, we can buy

second-hand or use textiles that we already have.

Textiles are made from either

natural (plant) or synthetic

(chemical) fibres, which are spun

into yarn to form fabric.

The fabric is dyed, treated and tested to make sure

it is good to use, then sewn to make your clothes,

carpet and the towels you use.

Most textiles are made overseas

and shipped or flown around the

world, which can be expensive and

use up lots of energy.

Textiles are sold to retailers who

then sell to customers. For

retailers to make a profit, the

textiles are usually sold for more

than twice the price.

Youth Pride Network (YPN), the volunteer-
run youth network for LGBTIQA+-identifying 
young people, led some exciting projects in 
the 2019–2020 financial year. 

In collaboration with GLBTI Rights in Aging Inc (GRAI), 
YPN assisted with the Talking Generations event, aimed at 
promoting intergenerational conversations. YPN also held its 
first Queer Dungeons & Dragons event that had an incredible 
response from LGBTIQA+ young people. YPN was also excited to 
collaborate with the Perth Festival to create an intimate event 
with Benjamin Law and Yamiko Marama. 

YPN was also active in speaking out against the Religious 
Freedoms Bill and held a campaign event that sent hundreds of 
emails to federal Members of Parliament. YPN also submitted 
a thorough response to the Law Reform Commission’s 
consultation on changes to the WA Equal Opportunity Act 1984. 
This submission included the voices of young people from across 
the state and outlines how far we have to go to achieve a future 
free of discrimination. 

During COVID‑19 lockdown, YPN undertook several 
projects to assist with the LGBTIQA+ community response. 
The “What’s Still Operating?” guide provided up-to-date advice 
on how services were changing their operation. YPN also 
facilitated conversations with LGBTIQA+ youth service providers 
to assist with understanding shared issues and facilitating ideas 
across the sector.

The International Youth Exchange Program 
provides young people in Western Australia 
aged 18 to 25 with the opportunity to 
create strong international connections and 
build awareness of global issues faced by 
young people. 
In 2019, YACWA and the Department of Communities chose 
12 young people from diverse backgrounds from an applicant 
pool of 73 young people to represent WA on the exchange 
program to Hong Kong and host incoming delegates. 

The young people and their team leaders from the 
Department of Communities and the Youth Affairs Council 
of Western Australia welcomed the Hong Kong delegates 
to Perth, where they had the opportunity to share their 
experiences of living in a different culture and foster new 
international relationships. 

The itinerary for hosting the Hong Kong delegation was planned 
with support from the WA delegates to ensure the experience 
reflected the experiences of young Australians, and incorporated 
social, political and cultural, particularly Aboriginal history 
and culture, to reflect the history and current position of 
Western Australia. 

Due to the political climate in Hong Kong, the WA delegates’ visit 
was postponed to February 2020. In the lead up to February, 
the Department of Communities and YACWA closely monitored 
the situation in Hong Kong and similarly deemed the postponed 
travel date an unsuitable time for the WA delegation to visit. 

Hong Kong Youth Exchange
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The WA Youth Awards is the flagship 
event of YACWA’s annual calendar, and the 
cornerstone of our organisation’s work to 
develop and recognise youth leadership in 
Western Australia. 

We know that the work of young people and the youth sector in 
the WA community flies under the radar and is worthy of greater 
recognition, be it through activism, innovation, conservation, 
education, creativity, compassion and support. The WA Youth 
Awards exists to address that gap. 

For the 2019 WA Youth Awards – the 21st edition of the event – 
we returned to the Heath Ledger Theatre at the State Theatre 
Centre of WA. We were lucky to be joined by the most recent 
WA Young Person of the Year, artist Kamsani Bin Salleh, and the 
very first, teacher Simon Zuvich, who won the award in his last 
year of high school in 1999. 

From 87 nominees hailing from as far north as Wyndham and 
as far south as Albany came nine category winners. We were 
honoured to crown 16-year-old Brenda Amito as the 21st ever 
WA Young Person of the Year. Brenda, who also won the 
Commissioner for Children and Young People’s Participate 
Award, was acknowledged for her outstanding work nurturing 
young leaders through the umpiring program for young women 
she created and oversees through the Edmund Rice Centre WA.

Western Australian State Budget 
Positioning Paper 2020–2021 
In anticipation of the State Government’s 2020–2021 State Budget 
announcement, YACWA launched its annual Pre-Budget Submission 
in December 2019. Entitled ‘Sustainable Solutions for a Positive 
Future’, the paper provided a series of strategic and financial 
recommendations to government to ensure that government policy 
puts the best interests of young people and the community at the 
core of long-term thinking. This paper was inspired by young people 
from WA and from around the world who are leading the charge on 
global movements such as the School Strikes 4 Climate Change, the 
gun control campaign in America and Black Lives Matter movement. 

The submission was based on the feedback provided by our 
members and other key stakeholders, including youth workers, 
young people from metropolitan and regional areas as well as 
state and local government representatives. This was gathered 
at our annual State of the Youth Sector Forum as well as targeted 
consultations with our youth and sector networks. We also drew 
on international and national research and best practice as well 
as YACWA’s previous work. 
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The Youth Homelessness Action Plan 
In November 2019, on behalf of the WA Alliance to 
End Homelessness, YACWA officially launched the 
Youth Homelessness Action Plan (the Plan), a broad framework 
for the process of ending youth homelessness and indicator of 
key areas for action. Building on the overarching 10 Year Strategy 
to End Homelessness, the Plan is specifically tailored to address 
the needs of young people experiencing homelessness and was 
built through extensive consultation with young people with 
lived experience of homelessness, specialist youth homelessness 
workers and key State Government decision makers throughout 
April and June 2019. 

The onset of the COVID‑19 pandemic disrupted the 
implementation of the plan and the need for rapid shift of focus 
to respond to its impact, however YACWA continued to work with 
key stakeholders to implement the first elements in the Plan 
where possible, as well as integrating actions from the Plan into 
our work on the COVID‑19 Youth Taskforce. 

Member Representation 

YACWA continued to represent our members across the many 
portfolios impacting young people and the youth sector. 
Because of the COVID‑19 pandemic, YACWA shifted focus to 
supporting the state’s response to COVID‑19’s overwhelming 
impact on young people, while maintaining specific focus on 
cross-government collaboration, trauma-informed practice, 
systemic discrimination and marginalisation.

Consultations  

Australian Youth Development 
Index Consultation 
In January 2020, the Australian Youth Affairs Coalition (AYAC) 
and Numbers and People Synergy contracted YACWA to support 
the development of a national index for youth development – 
the Australian Youth Development Index (AYDI). The purpose 
of these consultations was to determine young people’s key 
priorities in youth development, utilising examples of similar 
development indexes from international jurisdictions. 

YACWA hosted a workshop in the Metropolitan region and a 
second workshop in the Pilbara region with the assistance of the 
Robe River Kuruma Aboriginal Corporation, engaging 33 young 
people aged between 12 and 25. 

WA State Government Housing Strategy 
Youth Consultations  
In October 2019, the Department of Communities contracted 
YACWA to develop and deliver a consultation with young 
people aged 12 to 25 with aim of ascertaining their thoughts 
and experiences on housing, both now and in the future. 
The intended use of these findings was to inform the 
development of the WA Housing Strategy 2020–2030, which 
intends to set out the State Government’s plan to create better 
pathways for suitable and affordable housing. 
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During the consultation period, YACWA engaged with 217 young 
people from across Western Australia via five face-to-face 
focus groups and an online survey. Following this, a report was 
developed which contained an in-depth review of the data and 
the identification of key themes. It also provided some suggested 
areas for focus based on feedback from the young people. 

Child and Adolescent Health Services 
(CAHS) Recruitment and Management 
Policy Youth Consultations  
In August 2019, the Child and Adolescent Health Service (CAHS) 
contracted YACWA to run a youth engagement process that 
would provide input into the draft policy for the CAHS Consumer 
Representatives and Recruitment Management Policy. 
In September 2019, YACWA held a face-to-face consultation 
with 26 young people with the aim of finding out how to 
better engage, involve and retain young people as consumer 
representatives as well as exploring how recruitment could 
be made more accessible, inclusive and culturally appropriate 
for diverse groups of young people. Following that a 
report was developed which contained an overview of the 
consultation development and delivery as well as key findings 
and recommendations.  

State of the Youth Sector Forum 2019 
In August 2019, YACWA held its annual State of the Youth 
Sector Forum, a key consultation activity with youth services and 
stakeholders to determine their priorities for the forthcoming 
year. This forum was our largest yet since its inception in 2017, 
with over 140 representatives from the youth sector, key 
stakeholders, the State Government and young people. 

Attendees examined key priority areas for young people across 
mental health, alcohol and other drugs, youth justice, child 
protection, housing & homelessness, education, employment 
and youth engagement. YACWA published a report on the forum 
in October 2019. 

My Health Record Consultations 
with Orygen 
In July 2019, YACWA partnered with Orygen to support 
consultations with young people around the development and 
implementation of My Health Record. The purpose of these 
consultations was for Orygen to assist the Australian Digital 
Health Agency to produce resources to inform young people 
about the changes to health information under My Health 
Record, and their rights in navigating the major reform. 

Youth Justice Lived Experience Interviews 
In early 2020, YACWA assisted Social Reinvestment WA to 
design and run interviews with several young people with lived 
experience of the youth justice system. The purpose of this 
consultation was to inform the direction of Social Reinvestment 
WA’s approach to youth justice reform and ensure their 
advocacy was aligned with the interests and wellbeing of young 
people. YACWA and Social Reinvestment WA interviewed six 
young people prior to COVID‑19’s outbreak, which shelved the 
project temporarily.

Regional Representation 
It is critical that YACWA engages regional and remote 
communities, young people, and service providers in our 
policy and advocacy work as there is often a significant gap in 
resourcing, support services and outcomes for young people 
in these areas. Given how large Western Australia is, there are 
many unique challenges for young people in regional WA and 
therefore a nuanced look at regional-specific issues is necessary, 
and regional and remote young people’s voices need to be 
distinctly acknowledged in the metropolitan-focused policy 
development cycle. 
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YACWA works to ensure our policy responses and state-wide 
engagement consider the views, issues and opinions of regional 
young people and organisations at all times, including in our 
grant applications, project submissions and sector events. 
While the onset of the COVID‑19 pandemic limited our ability to 
directly travel to the regions, it provided us with a new avenue 
to deepen our regional engagement, with the increased uptake 
of online meetings via Zoom. In the second half of the financial 
year we conducted fortnightly check-ins specifically for regional 
services, provided tailored professional development in these 
sessions and conducted a state-wide COVID‑19 youth survey with 
responses from young people in almost every region of WA. 

We’re continuing to work to facilitate more opportunities for 
young people and the youth sector to participate in our policy 
and events, through regional visits, travel bursaries and remote 
participation methods. 

National Influence 
YACWA is a state-based organisation but exerts considerable 
national influence alongside other state-based youth peak 
organisations. As a member of the Australian Youth Affairs 
Coalition (AYAC), we maintained a keen lens of national policy 
developments and activities. 

YACWA’s CEO attends regular meetings on national youth specific 
peak bodies and committees to remain informed of national 
issues and collaborate on national advocacy. These include:

YACWA has also been heavily involved in several national 
advocacy movements campaigning for systemic shifts at a 
federal level, including Raise the Rate and Raise the Criminal Age 
of Responsibility Campaigns, as well as the campaign to oppose 
changes to higher education funding. 
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Following the onset of the COVID‑19 
Pandemic in early 2020, YACWA committed 
to acting as a leader for the youth sector 
to support their efforts to address the 
overwhelming impact of the pandemic on 
young people in Western Australia. 
Our goal was to work in partnership with the State Government to 
ensure the youth sector can properly support young people during a 
time of escalating distress and reduced capacity from services while 
safely minimising community transmission, flattening the curve, and 
minimising the economic impacts on the sector. 

As part of our response to the COVID‑19 pandemic, 
our activities included: 

Sector Support & Development 

	� Coordinating a state-wide response from the 
youth sector: YACWA met with over 200 youth service 
providers via video conference in March 2020 to determine 
their immediate needs and emerging issues to service 
provision. This included specific consultation with crisis and 
supported accommodation providers and regional service 
providers and led to ongoing online meetings with the youth 
sector to identify and respond to emerging issues. 

	� Facilitating fortnightly Youth Workers Unite sessions: 
YACWA created a space for metropolitan and regional 
youth workers to engage in professional development, 
advocacy, training and collective problem solving via Zoom. 
These included a webinar from a key stakeholder in 
the youth sector delivering skills-building, educational 
workshops on how best support young people as we 
emerge from the coronavirus pandemic as well as time for 
resource sharing and networking between services and 
youth workers.

	� Establishing the COVID‑19 Youth Steering Committee: 
YACWA convened a diverse group of young people 
who provided leadership, guidance and advice on the 
key issues and priorities young people in WA would be 
facing in response to COVID‑19. This group is made up of 
representatives from key youth advocacy bodies in WA 
including the Multicultural Youth Advocacy Network of WA, 
Youth Disability Advocacy Network, Youth Pride Network, 
Aboriginal Health Council of WA, the Youth Homelessness 
Advisory Council and the Regional Youth Leadership 
Development group.  

	� Developing the COVID‑19 Youth Survey and Culturally 
and Linguistically Diverse Youth Survey: These 
surveys allowed YACWA to gain an insight into the current 
experiences and impact the COVID‑19 pandemic has had 
on young people in Western Australia. The key themes 
highlighted from these surveys were collated in a simple 
infographic which was used as a resource by the State 
Government and LGAs to inform the current issues facing 
the youth sector. 

	� Developing easy-to-read resources: YACWA shared 
a wealth of social media channels and eNews for young 
people to understand the impact of the various state and 
federal policy changes that were rolled out in response to 
the pandemic. 
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State of the Youth 
Sector Forum 2019 

At the start of August 2019, YACWA welcomed over 
100 representatives from the youth sector for the 
annual policy consultation, taking a temperature check 
of the key issues facing young people. For the first 
time since its inception, the Forum extended its reach 
beyond sector leaders, CEOs and key decision makers 
to include all levels of the youth sector – including 
young people, advocates, frontline youth workers, 
government and backend support. 

The voices of the Forum were synthesised into two 
documents – the State of the Youth Sector Forum 
Report, published in October 2019, and YACWA’s State 
Budget Positioning Paper: Sustainable Solutions 
for a Positive Future, published in December 2019; 
a 70-page policy publication outlining key 
recommendations to address the sustainability of the 
youth sector, inequality and poverty, youth leadership, 
young people’s education and employment, and health 
and wellbeing.

Sector Events

Home Is Where My Heart Is 

In August 2019, YACWA, in partnership with Shelter WA and 
the Commissioner for Children and Young People, curated 
and exhibited a retrospective series of photographs from the 
Home Is Where My Heart Is project from 2008 to 2016. 

Established in 2008, Home Is Where My Heart Is combined peer 
mentorship and photography to capture the reality of youth 
homelessness in Western Australia through an annual exhibition. 
Run by YACWA, the project partnered young and emerging 
photographers with young people who have experiences of 
homelessness to explore the concept of what ‘home’ means to 
them through photography. 

The retrospective exhibition was curated with support from the 
Youth Homelessness Advisory Council to showcase a selection 
of 46 photographs from the project, and was launched in 
Brookfield Place towers to commemorate the beginning of 
Homelessness Week. The event included a young guest speaker 
who had been involved in the project that shared how the project 
enabled them to share their experience of homelessness.

WAAMH Mental Health 
Conference 2019 

In November 2019, the Western Australian Association for 
Mental Health (WAAMH) invited YACWA to run a youth session at 
their Mental Health Conference at the Hyatt in Perth. The youth 
session centred the ideas and perspectives of young people from 
marginalised populations, providing a deepened understanding 
of the Western Australian human rights landscape and how it can 
be strengthened to better support youth. 

In the lead up to the event, YACWA employed five youth 
facilitators from our youth networks in a series of training 
sessions to support the young people to lead dynamic and 
challenging conversations through storytelling techniques 
and lived experience. 

On the day, the youth speakers were supported by a team of 
support facilitators to spark deep-dive discussions around 
mental health, with conference attendees having the opportunity 
to engage in a free-form exercise that utilised the open space 
and enabled them to move from experience to experience. 
To conclude the session, the young people joined together in 
a larger panel to weave together their experiences to provide 
a holistic understanding of the mental health experiences 
of young people.

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Treasurer’s Report

I am pleased to present the audited financial 
statements for the Youth Affairs Council of WA 
(YACWA) for the period ended 30 June 2020. 
This Report should be read in conjunction with the 2019–2020 
Financial Report. The accounts audited by Hewitt Turner and 
Gelevitis are included in the Annual Report. 

YACWA’s financial position continues to strengthen, with an 
increase in income from $1,312,620 in the previous financial year 
to $1,356,697 during this period. The main sources of income 
for YACWA include grant funding through the Department of 
Communities, Department of Health and Lotterywest. A 5-year 
core funding agreement was signed with the Department of 
Communities in December 2019. Income in this financial year 
also included coronavirus (COVID‑19) government assistance, 
including the Australian Taxation Office Cash Flow Boost and 
JobKeeper payments. 2019–2020 was a non-conference year for 
YACWA, with the biennial conference being held in the following 
financial year. 

Expenditure for the 2019–2020 financial year was $1,208,008, 
with the majority of expenditure spent on employee costs, sector 
events and activities. YACWA has finished the 2019–2020 financial 
year with a surplus of $148,689, compared to the prior financial 
year surplus of $43,479. 

It is important to note the significant impact COVID‑19 has had 
on YACWA’s financial position. A number of potential grant 
opportunities were delayed, impacting YACWA’s capacity to 
secure income that was anticipated in early 2020. However, 
the provision of JobKeeper payments allowed for continuity 
of staffing over this period, and allowed YACWA to mitigate 
any adverse financial impacts as a result of COVID‑19. 

This additional income received will be added to YACWA’s 
reserve, contributing to sustainability planning, and contingency 
planning to protect YACWA over future years and from further 
potential COVID‑19 economic repercussions. Consequently, in 
addition to income received through other avenues, retained 
earnings increased from $96,197 in the prior year to $244,886. 

The 2020–2021 budget has been approved by the Board, with the 
view to further expanding YACWA’s engagement, advocacy and 
sector partnerships. 

I would like to extend thanks to Ross Wortham (CEO) and 
Gaurav Singh (Finance Manager) for their rigorous and 
disciplined approach in managing YACWA’s finances, as well 
as to the broader YACWA team. The YACWA team consistently 
demonstrate their capacity to build and strengthen relationships 
and partnerships and display a solid focus on building sector 
capacity. This has been particularly evident in the continued 
growth of new consulting contracts and funding that YACWA 
continues to experience. 

A sincere thanks to previous Treasurer and current Chairperson, 
Vik Jeyakumar, the Finance and Sustainability Sub-Committee, 
and to the rest of the Board for their continued support, 
leadership and energy. A special thanks also to outgoing 
Vice Chairperson, Karina Chicote, for her leadership, and her 
significant contributions to YACWA’s finance and governance 
committees during her time on the Board.
